o Bible Story — What Not to Do (Matthew 23:1-3; 25-28)

o Today’s Takeaway — | want my heart to match what | say and do.

o Weekly Verse — “God blesses those whose hearts are pure, for they will see God.”
(Matthew 5:8 NLT)

Week 7

o Bible Story — A True Friend (1 Samuel 19:1-6)

o Today’s Takeaway — | should work for peace with God and others.

o Weekly Verse — “God blesses those who work for peace, for they will be called the
children of God.” (Matthew 5:9 NLT)

Week 8

o Bible Story — Heavenly Rewards (Matthew 5:10-12)

e Today’s Takeaway — | should do the right thing even when it’s hard.

o Weekly Verse — “God blesses those who are persecuted for doing right, for the
Kingdom of Heaven is theirs.” (Matthew 5:10 NLT)
